This can be achieved by everyone playing their part
in improving belt running times especially in the Nonth East. Immediate benefit
can be obtained i{f the Main Gate rippers on 77's deal with the Lumps at the rip
instead of causing problems at each transfer point with the Lumps. Two Lumps

this week have accounted for delays to the belt system of 120 minutes which equates
to 17 strnips of coal being Lost. Equipment for dealing with Lumps s available at
the nipping Lip but not at the transfer points. 1§ we are to get the extra fdve
Atnips per week we need to eliminate this type of defay from the system. The
production Levels being achieved §rom both 102's and 77's 45 a very creditable
performance but we can do better Lf everyone backs the face teams up. We can't
make the pit progitable this year which ends in a fortnights time but we need to
get things night for next year to be a profitable one.

The dintheaden has been instalfed and we are 10 metres up the face Line. The Tail
Gate has 10 metres Left to do to the face Line. The borehole results so0 far are
encouraging and by the end of next week we should know if there is a fault in
gront of wus on not.

The Taif Gate junction {is complete and we are now turning into the Tail Gate. The
noof conditions should improve in the sofid.

The Main Gate junction L4 complete and three girnders have been set in the gate, the
noof conditions are starting to improve.
