This gace s capable of producing 10,000 Tonnes
per week Ao it should start and neduce the tonnage deficit we have already
accumulated.

77'5 Unit has 43.0 metres Left to complete the turning of the face onto a new
angle and by the end of this month should be full cutting and achieving a
worthwhile tonnage. The face fLength will be approximately 270 metres and we will
install a new chain <{mmediately we are on the new Line.

101's Face should have the pan column completed by the end of this month and then
we will be waiting for the chocks from 102's. There {5 a fortnights coaling Left
on 102's then three weeks preparation forn salvage. The chocks are being overhauled
A0 they will be ready to install immediately and we must make a f§inal effort to
complete installation of 101's duning the holiday fortnight. Eveny day we can
Asave on the salvage and installation time means that extra coal can be mined from
101'5 and we need {t as soon as possible.

This pit should then have a settled period with eight machine shifts being worked
per day and we should recoup the Losses made duning the finst half of the yeax.

The developments at this pit are stilf required to be done at a greater rate Aif
we are to avoid Loss of output «n the future. We must create fomorrows coal today.
