BRIGADE WARMS TO HATFIELD COAL

Our coal is producing a glow of satisfaction at a
‘showpiece’ fire service headquarters — one of the biggest
and most advanced of its kind in the country.
Hatfield’s washed singles are firing the boilers at the
South Yorkshire Fire Brigade's new £9.5-million
Command Headquarters — nerve centre for operations in
the country.
Built in the centre of Sheffield, the three storey complex
houses an operational fire station and vehicle workshops.
It takes about 36,000 emergency calls a year and co-
ordinates the activities of South Yorkshire's 27 fire
stations.
The futuristic-looking building is heated by the latest fully
automatic coal-fired technology burning 300 tonnes of our
washed singles a year. Ducted warm air circulates
through the complex.
Praise for Hatfield's coal has come from the man in charge
of the boilers, maintenance officer Bev Foster, who says:
“It's easy to handle and burns for up to 16 hours at a time
without any attention”.
Twelve of South Yorkshire’s 27 fire stations are heated by
solid fuel, collectively burning nearly 1000 tonnes of
Yorkshire coal every year.
