Once again the colliery had a profitable month and
we are now some £2,000,000 in profit after capital
charges. Coal production has been in excess of the
target but the developments are only operating in
general at around 50 per cent of the required rates
of advance.

This serious situation must be rectified and even
though we have improved somewhat over the last
month there is still a long way to go.

The production gaps that face us during May and
June will result in large financial losses.

The only way we can minimise this production gap
is to ensure that 104's development is completed in
time to replace 101’s and that 6's development is
ready to replace 7’s.

The consequence of either, or both, of these
developments not being ready on time could well be
that we will not be in a profitable situation at this time
next year.

We all know the consequences of that, as we have
all seen it before. We do not want to jeopardise our
future by getting the pit into this situation and as |
see it the only answer is to ensure that we develop
at the required rate.
