Since last writing to you, the colliery has
had some changed fortunes in that
101's face has been stopped to prepare
for salvage, in order that we can facilitate
a speedy transfer of the chocks from
101’s to 104’s.

In addition HO7’s face has encountered
a series of faults, which are causing
some considerable problems with roof
conditions.

This has reduced tonnage from this
district, which has consistently
produced since it started in September.

The face should continue in production
for at least another 10 weeks after which
time the equipment will be transferred to
HO06's which should be ready by that
time.

120’s district still continues to encounter
various problems which differ from day
to day. It has shown that on occasions it
can produce the goods. A concerted
effort must be made to get consistency

from this district.

On the financial side, recent weeks have
shown how disastrous it can be at
Hatfield to lose a face and last week, for
example, the colliery lost a £1/3m,
bringing the total loss for the year

to £3am.

The only message | can convey to you at
this moment is that we must ensure that
104's development is ready to receive
the chocks from 101s within the next
seven weeks and that HO6's
development is ready to receive the
equipment from HO7s within the next 10
weeks.

This should then secure the future of the
colliery for the next 12 months, allowing
us time to get 103’s and 121’s retreating
units ready. They will establish the
colliery on a full retreating system and
provide for some consistent results.

For all accidents, Hatfields rate was 22 per 100,000 manshifts worked. This is a 29%
improvement from last year but is still too many.
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New Booster Fan

By the time you receive this
newsletter, a 75hp booster fan will
have been installed in 56's right-
hand roadway and running. This will,
at first, be manned while monitoring
equipment is installed to record all
alarms back to the surface. The fan
will make the environment in 120's
and 56's area much better - a lot
cooler.

Monitoring of the fan will include:
vibration, methane, smoke, air
pressure, wrong airflow and water
curtain. This will be continuous 24
hours a day and, at this stage, the
need to be manned will not be
required.

The benefits to this area will be
substantial and it will make the
working environment a lot better.

The fan will be required for a period
of 12 months until 102's return
airway is completed and the total
ventilation will be revised.
