We are still maintaining
production from our
single advancing face,
F110’s, which is a credit
to all those involved. The
recent changes to the
cutting horizon have
gone smoothly and
should have the desired
effect, reducing dust by
keeping clear of the hard
floor (a major change in
conditions since the unit
started).

Nevertheless, we cannot
afford to be complacent.
Historically, one of the
problems associated with
advancing faces is that it
becomes increasingly
difficult to maintain
impetus.

We have only one face,
we cannot afford any
loss of performance. It
is, therefore, vital that
everyone associated with
this face plays a part in

looking after the
machinery. This is to
guard against potential
failure, as this machinery
becomes more and more

work-worn.

We must be ever vigilant
to identify and sort out
problems when they first
show, not to wait until
they become a major
problem.

If you see potential
problems, no matter how

trivial, please ensure
they are brought to the
attention of someone
who can do something
about it.

Installation has
commenced on F122’s
retreat unit with the
false floor completed and
equipment being moved
to the site. This face will
be equipped similarly to
previous faces with one
major exception, one
double ended machine
instead of two single
ended machines.

This will enable us to cut
coal in both directions
which should improve
our potential and reduce
the number of men
required on each face
team.
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
